Re:   Fiscal Year 2021-22 Attendance Reporting  

 
The purpose of this bulletin is to announce the availability of the 2021-22 Principal Apportionment Data Collection 
(PADC) Web application for reporting on the California Department of Education (CDE) website at 
https://pas.cde.ca.gov/. To assist local educational agencies (LEA) in using the PADC web application, the CDE has 
posted pertinent resources and information on the PADC web page located at https://www.cde.ca.gov/fg/sf/pa/.  
 
Statutory deadlines are listed on the CDE web site at: https://www.cde.ca.gov/fg/aa/pa/ataglance2122.asp. 
Districts and charters must certify the First Principal Apportionment (P-1) attendance data by January 7, 2022 
(Attachment B). A complete submission includes: 

• Certified Data in the PADC Web application 
• The data entry screen and the Certification Detail pages completely signed and dated by the School 

District Superintendent and/or Responsible Charter School Official 
• Supporting documents (e.g., average daily attendance calculators) 

 
2021-22 Highlights: 
 

1. Independent study program requirements, that are conditions of apportionment, have changed for the 
2021–22 fiscal year (FY) pursuant to Assembly Bill (AB) 130 (Chapter 44, Statutes of 2021) and AB 167 
(Chapter 252, Statutes of 2021). The CDE has published Frequently Asked Questions about the 
independent study requirements at https://www.cde.ca.gov/fg/aa/pa/independentstudy.asp.  

2. Attendance School District: The new Expanded Learning Opportunities (ELO) Program funding is based on 
prior year (PY) reported classroom-based Average Daily Attendance (ADA) in grades TK/K–6. School 
districts should ensure accurate reporting of independent study ADA in Section B, as it will impact ELO 
Program funding in the 2022–23 FY. 

3. Attendance Charter School: The Attendance Charter School Data Entry Screen (DES) was redesigned to fit 
the web application format. The main changes from the 2020–21 version are:  
• Charter Status DES has been retired with the contents merged into the Attendance Charter School 

screen.  
• Previous reporting consisted of total ADA and classroom-based ADA. The 2021–22 version requires 

reporting of classroom-based ADA and nonclassroom-based ADA (if any), with the application 
calculating totals upon saving the screen.

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• The second tab is pre-populated with instructional tracks to enable multi-track reporting.  
• A Summary tab calculates total ADA for all tracks and total ADA for all district of residence records 

(if applicable).  
 
Pursuant to communication made to school districts’ Chief Business Officers and Fiscal Directors on May 17, 2019 
(Attachment C), the Santa Clara County Office of Education (SCCOE) elects not to transfer funds through the 
Principal Apportionment for all types of ADA reported for District Funded County Programs, which includes county 
community schools ADA and special education under the AB 2235. 
 
At 2021-22 P-1 attendance reporting, the SCCOE will report an alternative per ADA rate of $0 for all types of ADA 
reported for the district of residence. The figure below illustrates SCCOE PADC data entry screen: 
 

 
 
School districts must concur with the transfer of fund at $0 rate (i.e., no transfer through the Principal 
Apportionment) by completing the Transfer of Funds Alternative Rate Option data entry screen. If the district 
does not submit the selection, the CDE will transfer funds at the rate equal to the district’s base, supplemental 
and concentration grant per ADA. The screenshots below illustrate district PADC data entry screen: 
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District Business Advisory Services (DBAS) will review the above screen in the PADC certified data to ensure that 
the SCCOE is selected during P-1 attendance submission. 
 
Each entity reporting data must certify the record in order for it to move forward to an oversight entity 
certification, and subsequent transfer to the CDE. A PADC Administrator is the only user role with permission to 
certify data records. Certification acts as the seal on the record; therefore, data cannot be edited after the 
reporting entity certified the record. Please contact the oversight entity Administrator (Attachment A) to 
remove the original certification if you would like to make edits after certification.
